When a mission opportunity requesting our support can not conform to our
standard grant review schedule and is referred by members of our congregation,
Grant Application Form B (posted on our website) is applicable.

The Missions Commission will primarily focus on opportunities to provide time,
talent and financial support based on the following priorities.
* Endow the poor and hungry with the means to feed, shelter and clothe
themselves;
* Restore and heal the broken;
* Promote, preserve and sustain the environment;
* Improve access to educational opportunities.

Typicaly, projects or programs are suppotted for oneyear at atime. Longe term and
multi-phase suppot may beconsdered.

Suppot may beless than requested.

Requests are assessed by how they:

* Endowthepoa and hurgry with themeansto feed, shdter and clothe
themselves

* Promote, preserve and sugain environmental hedlth
* Improveaccessto educationd oppotunities

schedules, budgés, and personnd committed to the program or project.

TheMissonsCommission shdl review all applications
to deermineif any additiond informationwill berequired fromthe applicants
and will further review all applicationsto determine which proposls best match
the stated mission priorities. Applicationswill be congdered in atimely manne.
Applicants will be notified as soonas possibleif they will notbe candidaes for
our mission suppot.

B. Applicantsunde consderationfor suppot may beassigned aliaison fromour parish.
A liaison connects the applicant to our MissonsCommission throughoutthe
review process as needed and if feasible visit the site of the project.. Either the
liaison or the applicant or both may beinvited to meet with the Missions
Commission.

C. Before any mission suppot is announed, the MissionsCommission presents
recommendaionsto the Vestry of St. Margaret@ Church for approva. The Vestry
of St. Margaret@ Church maintains sole and full discretion. Find decisionswill
be madewith consderation to thetimetable of the applicant® need.
