NEWS FROM  GUATEMALA

I am pleased to let our St. Margaret’s community 
know that your generosity has been well received in  
Guatemala.  About nine months ago, funds that were 
donated by the Altar Guild and other parishioners 
went to support the education of children of a Guat e-
malan Human Rights Defender.  A recent Guatemala 
Human Rights Commission (GHRC) delegation vis-
ited the family in the capital city, where they are  in 
hiding.  The GHRC delegation reports, “The school 
uniforms, shoes, and materials for the school projects, 
as well as books and school supplies, were purchased 
with the educational scholarship money from your 
church.”  Without these uniforms and shoes, they 
would have been unable to attend school.  I am also 
told that the case of torture supporting the childr en’s 
father, and two other men, is working its way 
through the Guatemalan court system, and that the 
family continues to be very concerned about real 
threats of reprisals from the victimizers.  Because of 
security concerns the names of the family and the spe-
cific case are being withheld.  Thank you for your 
continued prayers and generosity.  Feel free top con-
tact John Willard, 410-349-1829, if you have questions, 
or would like to renew your support to help educate  
children of displaced human rights defenders in Gua -
temala.

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 Wondering what’s new in the Colonial Garden?  
Come visit anytime, but if you’d like a “tour” and 
your questions answered, a group of Master Garden-
ers will be there the third Saturday of every month  
from 9:00-11:00am. They will have a table at the Joust 
on July 10th, as well. The following is the first of three 
articles this summer on select plants in the garden. 
Master Gardener Sandy Patterson is the writer. 
 Colonial herbalists based their system of medicine 
on the Greek idea of four “temperaments”:   

¨ sanguine, hot, moist & extroverted; 
¨ melancholic, cold, dry, & sullen; 
¨ choleric, hot, dry & passionate  
¨ phlegmatic, cold, moist & lethargic 

These “temperaments” were believed to be governed 
by a specific bodily fluid or “humor” – blood, blac k 
bile, yellow bile, and phlegm respectively.  Early 
herbalists believed that herbs possessed specific quali-
ties reflecting the qualities of different temperam ents 
and prescribed herbs to correct imbalances in a per-
son’s humor. 
 

LAMB’S EARS 
Stachys lanata, Wooly Betony 
 The old name was 
“woundwort.” Colonists ap-
plied lamb’s ears topically to a 
wound, where the plant 
would stop the bleeding and 
then remain affixed to the 
wound to protect it and aid in 
healing.  They also boiled the 
roots of the lamb’s ears plant into a tea to help with 
nausea and vomiting.   
 The plant is native to Turkey and the Southern 
Caucasus Mountain region, growing on rocky hills 
and scrub areas.  Alternatively described as a wild-
flower or a weed, it can be invasive.  It attracts bees, 
butterflies, and birds and is commonly used for chi l-
dren’s gardens. 
 

LAVENDER 
 Lavender has an overall 
balancing effect on the state 
of mind and emotions.  It is 
used to relax muscle 
spasms anywhere in the 
body in the presence of 
pain, as a cooling herb, and 
as an anti-depressant.  It is 

especially suited for use in headaches.  Traditional 
use is in sachets placed among linens and clothing 
both as a perfume and as a moth repellent.  Flies and 
mosquitoes dislike the fragrance.  It was often strewn 
on floors of churches and homes on festive occasions. 
Lavender is a small shrub, 2-3 feet high with ever-
green leaves and lovely violet-blue spiking flowers .
