For now, we simply invite you to consider the power of giving 
as a spiritual practice.  Think about how becoming a cheerful 
giver to everyone you meet could transform your life, filling it 
with joy, peace and gratitude. 
 

And with gratitude, we thank you for reading this letter.

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GIVING IS A  
SPIRITUAL PRACTICE 

 

Fall.  Football and leaves.  The World 
Series.  Kids settled back in school.  
Stewardship time at St. Margaret’s. 
 

This year, your Stewardship Commis-
sion, vestry, wardens and clergy in-
vite you to think about stewardship 
in a new way.  We invite you to think 
about stewardship as a form of giv-
ing, and giving as a spiritual practice. 
 

Spiritual practices deepen awareness 
of God’s presence in our lives, and increase our experience of 
peace and happiness.  They include prayer, meditation and 
contemplation, worship, service to others, and the study of 
scripture and other spiritual writings.  Giving as a spiritual 
practice makes real for us the Biblical teaching that giving and 
receiving are the same.  Whatever we give we receive. 
 

In our world, unfortunately, the effects of negative giving are 
most readily apparent.  When we give anger, we experience 
anger.  When we give envy, we experience a sense of lack.  
When we give mistrust, we experience vulnerability.  The ef-
fects of positive giving seem to take longer to internalize.  And 
that is why we must commit to the practice of giving. 
 

Over time, giving – faithfully practiced – will prove to us that 
any belief in scarcity will give way to faith in God’s abundance.  
We will learn that giving is not sacrifice, but gain.  We will 
learn that any gift that produces joy in a brother or sister pro-
duces joy in us.  It is why Jesus encouraged us to carry a trav-
eler’s burden two miles rather than just the one mile re-
quested.  It is why he asked us to ponder why we worry so 
about what we will wear or eat when God’s gifts to us flow 
unbounded.  And that is why the parable about the rich man’s 
giving compared to the poor widow’s is not about the amount 
each gave.  The parable contrasts their commitment to a spiri-
tual life. 
 

Too often at St. Margaret’s we think about giving to the 
church rather than each other.  But St. Margaret’s is simply a 
community of people who have joined together to grow to-
gether in the experience of God’s love.  Let us give to our chil-
dren seeking a spiritual foundation for their lives.  Let us give

THE BISHOP IS COMING!

     On Sunday, October 23, the four-
teenth bishop of Maryland, the Right 
Reverend Eugene Taylor Sutton, will 
make his annual visitation to St. Mar-
garet’s Church. He will preach at all 
three services, answer questions dur-
ing the Adult Forum and reception 
for him in the parish hall and meet 
for lunch with the vestry. We are 
delighted that our bishops have re-
turned to the practice of doing confirming and receiving new 
members into The Episcopal Church. 
 
     Confirmation is the rite in which we express a mature commit-
ment to Christ, and receive strength from the Holy Spirit through 
prayer and the laying on of hands by a bishop. It is expected that 
all adult members (16 years and older) of The Episcopal Church 
will be confirmed or received at some point. Candidates whose 
baptisms have been recorded in a denominational context and 
who wish to affirm their faith as adults shall be presented for con-
firmation.  Candidates who have been confirmed previously by a 
bishop in the historic succession (Roman Catholic, Evangelical Lu-
theran Church in America, or Eastern Orthodox) or have made an 
adult affirmation of faith (baptized as adults) may be presented for 
reception into the Episcopal Church during a service of confirma-
tion. 
 
     So I'm very excited to be teaching an Inquirer's Class this fall. If 
you are new to The Episcopal Church or if you have never been 
confirmed or received, this is a great opportunity to get to know 
more about our Anglican tradition and history, how we read the 
Bible and what our worship means. Maybe you were confirmed 
many years ago and just need a refresher - join this class! Maybe 
you are just looking to meet some new friends and would like to 
help shepherd some of our newer members into a ministry in the 
church! Rest assured that there is no commitment or obligation 
implied by attending the classes, only a desire to ask questions and 
learn more.  
  
     We will have four classes on Wednesday evenings at 7pm on, 
September 28, Oct. 5, 12 & 19.  And don't forget the Newcomers 
Dinner is Sunday, Oct. 2 at 6 p.m. in the Parish Hall.

     I’m forever cooking up 
something in my musical 
imagination.  And this month I 
am happy to share with you 
my recipe for a great evening 
of family music and some 
great recipes for Lithuanian 
cuisine. 
 
     First you need to why I’m excited about Lithuania.  
 
     The internationally-acclaimed Dagilelis Boychoir of Lithuania 
visit the USA, this year to promote friendly relations among people 
of goodwill from around the world. 38 members of the choir, ages 
10-18, will perform in Maryland, Washington D.C., Pennsylvania, 
New Jersey, and New York City in October and November. Pro-
grams include both traditional and modern religious and secular 
music. And one of those concerts happens to be at St. Margaret’s 
Church. 
 
 Dagilelis has gained international acclaim for its scintillating 
performances under the direction Maestro Remigijus Adomaitis. 
Their performances at major musical venues, on radio and televi-
sion, and their numerous professional recordings have been highly 
valued and appreciated by audiences around the world, generat-
ing first prize after first prize in European musical festivals and 
competitions. 
      
 The concert at St. Margaret’s happens to be on Monday eve-
ning, Oct. 23, and this affords families a tremendous opportu-
nity.  The singers will arrive at 4 p.m. and we are inviting our Spirit 
Singers, Acolytes, and other interested youth to be on hand to 
welcome the choir, giving the singers the opportunity to learn 
about our area, our church, and life in the U.S. Likewise, since 
many of the boys have English language skills, this will be a fun 
time for our own youth to learn first-hand about Eastern European 
culture and Lithuania in particular.  At 5:30 p.m. we will sit down 
together to enjoy a meal and at 6:30 p.m. the choir will deliver a 
brief concert in the church. The whole event is open to all.  How-
ever, if you and your family plan to join us for dinner, please let us 
know so we can have enough food for you.

If you cannot join us for dinner, make sure you 
do not miss this brilliant concert. 
      
 And to whet your appetite for things Lithuanian, here are a 
couple of recipes you might enjoy. 

Lithuanian Stuffed Potato Pancakes 
Ingredients 

Filling: 
½ lb ground beef 
½ onion 
1 egg 
¼ cups bread crumbs 
Pancakes: 
8 potatoes 
¼ cups flour 
3 eggs 
salt and pepper to taste 

Instructions 
Mix together the potatoes, flour, eggs, and salt and pepper in a 
bowl. In another bowl, mix the ground beef, onion, garlic salt, 1 
egg, and bread crumbs. 
 
Heat the oil in a skillet over medium-low heat, and drop a 
rounded tablespoon of potato mixture into the hot skillet. 
Spread and flatten the pancake out a little, and place about 2 
teaspoons of beef mixture on the pancake, spreading the filling 
out almost to the edges of the pancake. Drop another rounded 
tablespoon of potato mixture on top of the beef, and spread it 
out to completely cover the beef. Fry until the bottom of the 
pancake is golden brown, about 5 minutes, then flip and fry the 
other side until golden, 1 to 2 more minutes. 
 

Lithuanian Poppyseed Cookies - Aguonu Sausainiukai 
This recipe for Lithuanian poppyseed cookies oraguonu sausain-
iukai is a dropped cookie dusted with confectioners' sugar. Pop-
pyseeds are omnipresent in Lithuanian cuisine -- from savory 
foods and noodles to desserts. Makes about 2 dozen cookies. 
Ingredients: 

1 (12.5-ounce) can poppyseed filling 
3 large beaten eggs 
2 tablespoons sour cream 
2 tablespoons melted and cooled butter 
1/2 teaspoon baking soda 
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
Pinch salt 
1 cup all-purpose flour 
Confectioners' sugar 

Preparation: 
In a large bowl, combine poppyseed filling and eggs. Add all re-
maining ingredients except confectioners' sugar, mixing thor-
oughly.  
Heat oven to 350 degrees. Scoop cookie dough onto parchment-

lined baking sheets. Bake until cookies are golden brown, about 

20-25 minutes. Cool cookies on pan. Dust with confectioners' 

sugar. Store in an airtight container.

 Eucharistic Visitors (EVs) bring Communion to mem-
bers of our parish family who are unable to attend church 
because of illness or infirmity. We now take communion to 
some persons who have been members of St. Margaret’s 
for more than 80 years; to persons who have never been 
to St. Margaret’s; and to persons who fall in-between. 
They are all members of our parish family. 
  EVs leave from Sunday services with kits containing 
communion bread and wine and conduct abbreviated ser-
vices in homes, continuing care retirement communities, 
nursing homes, and hospitals. EVs use a service from The 
Book of Common Prayer that includes prayers, scripture, 
and readings. EVs rotate typically making one visit each 
month.   
  EVs also have a pastoral role, offering their presence in 
a way than can bring hope and even healing to those who 
feel isolated and lonely. The EV may be one of the few out-
side persons that a homebound person sees.  EVs leave 
their visits feeling that that they have received far more 
than they have given.

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 Cleaning Up After Irene

It’s Tuesday morning, August 30, the heavy rains and winds from 
Hurricane Irene have ceased, and electricity has returned to our 
home.  That means we can pull up the urgent Facebook message 
from Stewart describing the flooding inside the basement level of 
St. Margaret’s administration building.  A dumpster is expected by 
noon. 
 
Fortunately our own home came through the storm with minimum 
consequences and we were able to spend Tuesday working with clergy, staff, and other volunteers dealing with the 
consequences of water damage in the administration building caused by heavy rains and power outages. 
 
Inside the basement level several inches of standing water had ruined the carpeting.  The furniture – mostly corru-
gated shelving once salvaged from a video store that had gone out of business in Cape St. Claire – could not be saved.  
A professional services company would remove these the next day. 
 
The rooms also contained the entire supply of yarn used by the quilting ministry, financial records, the entire set of 
boxed files from the grants program since its inception, choir robes, theatrical drapes, Christmas pageant costumes 
and props, and many, many other programmatic items that we would save, making repeated trips up the stairs in or-
der to get them into dry locations. 
 
The basement level rooms also housed St. Margaret’s resource center.  Launched in the late 1990s to accommodate a 
collection of books, magazines, audio tapes, and video tapes, the resource center had been little used in recent years.  
We set out to save what we could.  Peter sorted through the books, and those saved were carried either to the library 
in the basement of the parish hall or to the church school area inside one of the temporary classrooms.   
 
That left us with a large collection of audio tapes and video tapes unused for years.  Additionally, the shelves held 
scores of never-used Bibles for African-American children – apparently acquired for a program that never occurred.   
 
Fortunately the Episcopal Diocese of Maryland Diocesan Resource Center wanted the audio and video tapes and I was 
able to take the entire inventory to the diocesan resource center the next morning. 
 
As for the Bibles and other materials for children for which St. Margaret’s had no planned programmatic use, we de-
cided to store them in Baltimore through Ghanaian Mothers’ Hope.  St. Margaret’s has been a generous benefactor of 
programs and construction in villages outside Accra, Ghana.  We will include the materials in the next container we 
send to Ghana – these Bibles and other books are so totally appropriate for the children we reach in the villages. 
 
Work will continue to retake the space lost to the flood.  St. Margaret’s will continue to deal with the issues of space 

and the lack thereof.  We saved everything we could while sharing with others the items we would not use and could 

not store. Many thanks to Bill Bird, Jim Hall and all the many others who have helped in the recovery process!

Support Harford Family House

On October 14, sixteen St. Margaret’s parishioners (more than any other parish) are playing in the Bishops’ Cup 
Charity Golf Tournament in support of Harford Family House located in Aberdeen, Maryland. The beneficiary or-
ganization has twice been the recipient of St. Margaret’s endowment grants, and so it is appropriate that this 
month we feature this grant recipient in The Spire. 
 
Harford Family House is the largest provider of transitional housing for homeless families with children in Harford 
County. It is the only organization in the county capable of keeping a family intact, including a father, during the 
crisis of homelessness. It is the non-profit's goal to end homelessness in Harford County, one family at a time. 
With its roots in the Episcopal Churches of Harford County, Harford Family House is a Community Housing Devel-
opment Organization committed to increasing the availability of affordable housing to all families. 
 
In 1998, St. Margaret’s awarded this organization, then known as Holy Family House, a $4,000 grant for strategic 
planning and growth. In 2010, St. Margaret’s awarded $15,000 to this expanded and ecumenically supported or-
ganization now known as Harford Family House. 
 
Harford Family House reported that funding from St. Margaret’s supported the general operating costs of the 
overall program for providing housing, resources and support services to homeless families with children.  Be-
cause of this, they have continued to provide services to families who need them most, despite cuts in funding 
from government sources.  They currently have 25 families in their programs, including 50 children.  Thanks in 
part to the funding from St. Margaret’s, the organization has expanded the case management staff from 1 full 
time and 1 part time case manager to 2 full time case managers enabling HFH to continue high quality case man-
agement services for homeless families with children in Harford County.  
 
“Because we were able to receive operational support from St. Margaret’s, these families are receiving the assis-
tance they need to move from homelessness and hopelessness to self-sufficiency and hope,” said Joyce Duffy, 
director of Harford Family House.   
 
“The biggest problem we have encountered,” reports the development director Marry Barry, “is an ongoing issue 
of helping our families find affordable housing when they are ready to leave our program.  There are not a lot of 
places for our families to go, where they can afford the rent.  We have developed a partnership with Harford 
County government that has allowed us to expand our Transition II program, giving clients additional time to in-
crease their income and find affordable housing.  We also have a partnership with Habitat for Humanity that has 
enabled some of our families to become homeowners.   Our relationships with other local landlords has helped 
other families find affordable rentals, but the demand for affordable 
housing far exceeds the supply.” 
 
“Harford Family House is grateful for the support provided by St. Marga-
ret’s Church,” said Barry.  “Everyone involved in every step of the process 
has been extremely helpful and gracious.”
